Brighton Rowing Club Members are required to adhere to the CODE OF CONDUCT plus the special
rules when traveling to regattas. This permission agreement is effective 01/01/2010 - 12/31/2010.

If an infraction of the rules occurs, the coaches will determine what discipline, if any, will occur at the
regatta. This discipline may include the athlete not being able to row at the regatta and/or the
parents/guardians being asked to immediately pick up their son or daughter. Upon return from the regatta,
the rule infraction will be reported to the Brighton Rowing Club Discipline Committee who will make a
final recommendation to the Brighton Rowing Club Board on the appropriate disciplinary action.

SPECIAL TRAVEL RULES
* Observe all designated curfew times. In rooms at 10:00 PM. Lights out at 10:30 PM.

* Athletes are not allowed to leave the hotel or regatta site.

* Athletes are encouraged to socialize at the regatta site or in designated common rooms of the
hotel. Athletes of the opposite sex are not allowed into each other's rooms, except in the
presence of a coach or chaperone. No one, other than someone from BRC or a family member,
is allowed to visit in the hotel room of the athlete.

* Room assignments will not be changed.

* Respect for other hotel guests by minimizing excessive noise should be practiced at all times.
Horseplay should be avoided to ensure safety of all rowers.

* Athletes and/or their legal guardian will be held responsible for damages/theft of items in hotel
rooms including, but not limited to replacements costs, legal-fees or any associated fees incurred
as a result of damages or theft.

I understand non-compliance may require me, as parent or guardian, to immediately pick-up my child.
